It is terrify-

ing, exciting, and even bizarre at times. However, in 

very tangible ways, we share the love of Jesus with 

these people, some who have never even heard of Him.  

While it is certainly an honor and privilege to teach the 

gospel and to minister to peoples of different nations, 

let us not forget the needs in our own back yard.  

 This August, over 50 youth and 26 adults 

from 4 local churches will share Jesus’ love in a very 

real way to 13-15 different families in the area through 

the Summer of Service (SOS) work week program un-

der the direction of Allan Parker, Jr. and his mighty 

staff. The jobs are varied, from building a deck and 

replacing a crumbling retaining wall, to yard work and 

painting an entire house. As the sign in the narthex has 

challenged us…we have entered our mission field…

and it is just outside our very doors!
